
HOME-SCHOOL AGREEMENT

To help make e-learning a big success at Melior, we ask you to commit to the principles outlined in this agreement. As a school we are prepared to provide all of the back-up and resources needed to make this work, but we also need the commitment of parents and students.
When you have read these sections we ask you and your child to sign the agreement and return it to school. This will help to ensure that we are all working together to achieve success. 

THE SCHOOL WILL…

· Ensure that the netbook is working and that repairs are dealt with as quickly and effectively as possible

· Ensure that the netbook is covered by insurance for use in and out of school for study purposes, providing reasonable care is taken to prevent loss or damage 

· Install an anti-virus software on the netbook, so they are protected against computer viruses

· Periodically ask that the netbook is brought into school to check that everything is working as it should be
· Monitor for inappropriate usage using a security program
· Give parents and learners a proper introduction to using and caring for the netbook and the software

AT HOME WE WILL…

· Ensure that our child understands how to care for and protect their netbook
· Report any faults, loss or damage promptly (including accidental loss or damage) 

· Return the netbook when the student leaves the school or at any other time upon the request of a member of staff

· Ensure the netbook is not used for any illegal and/or anti-social purpose, including access to inappropriate internet sites and chat rooms; this is monitored through a security program 
· Not load any programmes on to the netbooks. Programmes loaded without permission will be removed
· Not load any music or videos unless a teacher has authorised this.
· Ensure the netbooks are charged up and brought back into school everyday
· Support our child in loading up quality and appropriately challenging learning materials 

AS A LEARNER I WILL…

· Look after my netbook very carefully and ensure that it is charged every evening and brought to school everyday, ready to be used in lessons
· Take care when the netbook is transported and that it is as secure as possible (e.g. not left unattended anywhere)

· Make sure the netbook is not subject to careless or malicious damage
· Take reasonable precautions to prevent the introduction of computer viruses. (If you think your computer has a virus you will report this immediately and not connect to the network)
· Not decorate or customise the netbook or its case, etc, and not allow it to be subject to graffiti

· Always carry my netbook around in the proper bag
· Use my netbook appropriately to improve my learning and use it discreetly in lessons and only when the teacher of the lesson thinks it is appropriate to do so
· Make sure I am the only person to use my netbook
APPROPRIATE USE AND E-SAFETY

Most children use the internet, email, instant messaging and websites perfectly safely, and have done so for several years, but there are risks of which children and parents need to be aware. Ensuring children’s safe use of the internet is a responsibility shared between the school, parents and the children themselves. Briefly, the risks are:-
· Never talk to strangers online. Never arrange to meet any stranger in person
· Inappropriate material is available to children online, be careful what you access

· Advertising and marketing can invade children’s privacy, and in some cases, children may part with money and information unintentionally
· Careful of e-bullying – report this straight away to a teacher

· Be aware of the copyright law

· Keep your personal details safe and private

· Be careful when opening attachments due to viruses and offensive material
· Do not try to bypass the security measures as they are there to protect the user

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
